Clearing Browser History

Clearing browser history is common advice given when people ask how to speed up
their PCs. The reality is that clearing the cache does not speed up the computer at all.
The opposite may be true, because cache files mean that commonly used information
does not have to be downloaded or generated repeatedly.

Cache is a hardware or software component that stores data so future requests for
that data can be served faster; the data stored in a cache might be the result of an
earlier computation, or the duplicate of data stored elsewhere. A cache hit occurs
when the requested data can be found in a cache, while a cache miss occurs when it
cannot. Cache hits are served by reading data from the cache, which is faster than
recomputing a result or reading from a slower data store; thus, the more requests can
be served from the cache, the faster the system performs.

What matters when it comes to browsing speed is the time lapse between initiating a
process and receiving the results. Most people have noticed that the first time they
visit a site it takes longer to open than subsequent visits, and that is thanks to the
cached information saved in the browser history. If the history is deleted, the
computer must do all that initializing again the next time.

There are, however, times when the browser’s history requires deletion. Examples of
this include when a computer doesn't have enough drive space and there are too
many temporary files, when cache corruption is present, and when the user is
concerned about privacy issues.

To clear your browser history:
» Open your browser
» Locate the Setting options (use search or ~
help) .
» Find Clear browsing history/data .
» Select what you would like to clear

He has made many recordings and is currently very
involved with jazz music.

Marina Busse, soprano, was a solo singer from 2005 to 2010 in the State
Conservatoire of St. Petersburg. She has won various international awards and
for the last two years has been a laureate of Chopin’s International
Competition and Rachmaninov’s International Competition in St. Petersburg.

Eugenii Tsvetkov, tenor, is a soloist of St Petersburg Chamber Choir. He has
been on tour with several famous male voice choirs. He specialises in church
music. He is also interested in jazz music and plays the jazz guitar.

“Shame
though, it would have been a useful job done whilst alone for the evening.”With a full
tummy and having enjoyed a lovely bath, I climbed into bed. And there it was,
staring me in the face. “Man shall not live by bread alone, but on every word
that comes from the mouth of God. (Matthew 4:4)

If we want to understand God and know him, let alone write about him, we need to
study his word. Observing life and people from our own point of view can only teach
us so much. Google is great for homework and Facebook is good for seeing how our
friends are, but they can't beat Biblical study.
